DATE:  July 15, 2010
1. The FTP Server is intended as a back up to the normal satellite delivery method for when there is a service interruption, when normal recording methods fail or when it is critical to mission requirements to acquire shows out of scheduled delivery times.  Stations requesting access to this FTP service should email me at the below address.
2. Stations must submit an IP address of the computer from which they will access the FTP site.  This IP address will be added to our firewall to allow access.  After the firewall has been configured with the IP address, login information will be sent to the Station.  It is important that the computer have a static IP address so that they won’t lose connectivity at some point in the future.  Stations will need to conduct a test to ensure proper connectivity.  We recommend stations use an actual FTP client like WS_FTP or FileZilla, but they should not use Internet Explorer.  If an FTP client is not available they can use “My Computer.”  Instructions for how to use “My Computer” will be sent with the login information.
